e The GIS Software Master Contract will not be on the June 8, 2016, BPW agenda. It will be
presented at the following BPW meeting on June 22.

e Itis planned for the Master Contract to be in place on August 1, 2016. Since the current ESRI ELA
ends on June 30, 2017, there will be a one month gap in ESRI software maintenance and support in
July. DolIT’s GIO office will provide Tier I support during this time.
